Archery Northern Ireland — Eligibility Criteria

To be eligible for any of the following:

e Participate in the selection process to represent Northern Ireland (e.g., Home Nations Team Member)
e Holding a Northern Ireland Championship Title
e Claiming a Northern Ireland Record

An archer must meet both of the following conditions at the time of the event:

1. Be a fully paid-up member of Archery Northern Ireland and
2. Either:
o Have been born in Northern Ireland, or
o Have at least one parent or grandparent who was born in Northern Ireland, or
o Have been resident in Northern Ireland for a minimum continuous period of two years prior to the
start of the current membership year.

Please note: Documentary evidence (such as a passport or birth certificate) may be requested to verify eligibility.

You can only claim a Northern Ireland Record or Championship Title if you are shooting as a member of your

Archery GB/Archery Northern Ireland club.

Archers who do not meet these conditions may still compete in the Open category of a Northern Ireland
